ORDER 

UPON the granting of an Order made on August 25, 2022, certifying this proceeding as a 

class action;  

AND UPON consent of all parties to the Order set out herein;  

AND UPON reviewing a proposed draft order and supporting evidence, submitted by the 

parties to the Court regarding a Notice of Settlement Approval and Notice Plan; 

AND UPON hearing oral submissions by counsel for the parties on October 31, 2025, 
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and reviewing revisions to the draft order and further submissions following that hearing; 

AND UPON being satisfied that the relief sought is in the interests of the efficient 

administration of justice by advancing this proceeding to the informed consideration of a 

proposed settlement; 

THIS COURT ORDERS that: 

1. For the purposes of the proposed settlement, the Class definition is amended, by 

consent, to the following: 

All persons whose personal or financial information in their Government of 
Canada Online Account was disclosed to a third party without authorization 
between March 1, 2020, and December 31, 2020, including the Excluded Persons. 

“Government of Canada Online Account” means: 

a. a Canada Revenue Agency account; 

b. a My Service Canada account; or 

c. another Government of Canada online account, where that account is 
accessed using the Government of Canada Branded Credential Service 
(GCKey). 

“Excluded Persons” means all persons who contacted Murphy Battista LLP about 
 the CRA privacy breach class action, with Federal Court file number T-
982-20 prior to June 24, 2021. 

2. KPMG Inc. is appointed as Claims Administrator with respect to the proposed 

settlement. 

3. Within thirty (30) days of the date of this Order the Defendant will provide to the 

Claims Administrator the names, email or mail addresses and, where available, SIN 

numbers, of known class members who are eligible to receive compensation in the 
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proposed settlement (the “Eligible Claimant List”). Where SIN numbers are 

available, only the last three digits will be provided to the Claims Administrator. The 

Claims Administrator will only use the information provided to create a contact list to 

deliver to Class Members the Notice of Approval Hearing, and should it be approved, 

Notice of Settlement Approval to any Class Member.   

4. Notice of the proposed settlement, the date and time of the settlement approval 

hearing (“Approval Hearing”), and the right to opt out is approved in the form set 

out as Schedule “A” to this Order (“Notice of Approval Hearing”), and shall be 

issued as follows:   

• Class Counsel will post the Notice of Approval Hearing in both official 

languages on its webpage for the action, email the Notice of Approval 

Hearing to any person who registered with Class Counsel and provided an 

email address, and send the Notice of Approval Hearing by regular mail to 

any person who requested hard-copy correspondence from Class Counsel. 

Class Counsel will include an opt-out form attached as Schedule “B” to 

this Order (the “Opt-out Form”) on the website and in any 

correspondence to Class Members including the Notice of Approval 

Hearing. The Plaintiff shall pay the costs associated with this. 

• The Defendant will post the Notice of Approval Hearing in both official 

languages on the CRA and ESDC websites as well as the websites of the 

departments listed in Schedule “C” to this Order and will include a link to 

the Opt-out Form on these websites. The Defendant will further post the 

Notice of Approval Hearing, which will include a link to the Opt-out 

Form, in both official languages on the Cision Newswire service. The 

Defendant shall pay the costs associated with this. 

• The Claims Administrator will disseminate the Notice of Approval 
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Hearing and Opt-out Form to all Class Members who are included in the 

Eligible Claimant List either by email, for every class member whose 

email is included in the Eligible Claimant List, or by regular mail to every 

class member whose mailing address is included on the list of Eligible 

Claimant List. The Claims Administrator will also provide a media 

campaign of indirect Notice of Approval Hearing, via digital and social 

media, as described in the supporting affidavit #1 of Maxime Codère, 

made on October 23, 2025. The Plaintiff shall pay the costs associated 

with this. 

5. The Notice Plan provided for in paragraph 4 above satisfies the requirements of the 

applicable class proceedings law and this Court. 

6. The Notice of Approval Hearing shall be issued 44 days after the Court issues this 

Order.  

7. The notice period shall commence when the Notice of Approval Hearing is issued 

and conclude 60 days thereafter (the “Notice Period”). 

8. The opt-out period shall commence when the Notice of Approval Hearing is issued 

and conclude 60 days thereafter (the “Opt-out Period”).  

9. The procedure for opting out of this Class Action following distribution of the Notice 

of Approval Hearing is as follows:  

• Any Class Member who wishes to opt-out of this Class Action shall, 

within the Opt-out Period, submit a completed Opt-out Form to the Claims 

Administrator providing the following:  

i. his or her name, date of birth and contact information; and

ii. a signed declaration advising of his or her decision to exclude 

himself or herself from the Class Action including any settlement the 

parties may come to.  

• The Claims Administrator shall, upon receipt, provide Class Counsel and 

Counsel for the Defendant with a copy of all requests for exclusion 

received in response to the publication of the Notice of Approval Hearing. 

• At any time prior to the Approval Hearing, Class Counsel will be free, in 

their sole discretion, to contact any Class Member who has exercised his 

or her opt-out right to verify that this person understands the benefits 

offered to them under the proposed settlement  and that they have made an 

informed decision when determining their participation or exclusion. Any 

Class Member who is contacted by Class Counsel in the manner described 

in this paragraph and who, before the Approval Hearing, provides Class 

Counsel with a direction not to take into account the prior exercise of their 

opt-out right, shall retain their status as a Class Member. 

10. A Class Member may deliver an Opt-out Form to the Claims Administrator by e-mail, 

pre-paid mail, courier, or fax.  E-mail transmissions will be deemed to be received 

based on time stamp.  Mail submissions will be deemed to be received as of the date 

of the postmark.  If the postmark is illegible, any Opt-out Form received by mail 

within 7 business days after the Opt-out Period ends will be accepted, subject to 

verification by the Claims Administrator. Courier submissions will be deemed to be 

received on the date that the courier marks the package as received from the Class 

Member. If the marking is illegible, any Opt-out Form received by courier within 7 

business days after the Opt-out Period ends will be accepted, subject to verification 

by the Claims Administrator. Fax transmissions will be deemed to be received on the 

date the fax is received.  
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11. No Class Member may opt out of the Class Action after the conclusion of the Notice 

Period, except with leave of the Court. 

12. The Parties may make non-material changes to the Notice of Approval Hearing and 

the Opt-out Form as are necessary and desirable on consent. 

13. Within 30 days after the expiration of the Notice Period, Class Counsel will deliver to 

the Court, under seal, and to counsel for the Defendant, an affidavit listing the names 

and addresses of all Class Members who opted-out of this Class Action. 

14. The procedure for filing an objection to the Proposed Settlement Agreement and 

giving notice of intention to appear at the Approval Hearing is as follows: 

• Any Class Member who wishes to assert with the Court their objection to 

the proposed settlement shall, within the Notice Period, send to the Claims 

Administrator in writing the following:  

i. their name and contact information; and  

ii. a signed statement detailing their objection to the proposed 

settlement and whether or not they intend to be represented by 

counsel to assert their objection.  

• The Claims Administrator shall, upon receipt, provide Class Counsel and 

Counsel for the Defendant with a copy of all objections received in 

response to the publication of the Notice of Approval Hearing. 

15. A Class Member may deliver an objection to the Claims Administrator, in accordance 

with the procedure set out in paragraph 14 of this Order, by e-mail, pre-paid mail, 

courier, or fax.  E-mail transmissions will be deemed to be received based on time 

stamp.  Mail submissions will be deemed to be received as of the date of the 
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postmark. If the postmark is illegible, any submission received by mail within 7 

business days after the Notice Period ends will be accepted, subject to verification by 

the Claims Administrator. Courier submissions will be deemed to be received on the 

date that the courier marks the package as received from the Class Member. If the 

marking is illegible, any submission received by courier within 7 business days after 

the Notice Period ends will be accepted, subject to verification by the Claims 

Administrator. Fax transmissions will be deemed to be received on the date the fax is 

received. 

16. The Approval Hearing is hereby set for Tuesday, the 31st day of March, 2026, at 9:30 

a.m. Pacific Time for a duration of a full day, before this Court at Pacific Centre, 701 

West Georgia Street, in the City of Vancouver, British Columbia, and by 

videoconference using the Zoom platform.
